1. Leukemia (including acute lymphoblastic leukemia, acute myeloid leukemia, 

chronic lymphocytic leukemia, and chronic myeloid leukemia) 

2. Lymphoma (including Hodgkin lymphoma and non-Hodgkin lymphoma) 

3. Multiple myeloma 

4. Aplastic anemia 

5. Myelodysplastic syndromes (MDS) 

6. Myeloproliferative neoplasms (MPNs) 

7. Severe combined immunodeficiency (SCID) and other primary 

immunodeficiency disorders 

8. Sickle cell disease 

9. Thalassemia 

10. Fanconi anemia 

11. Wiskott-Aldrich syndrome 

12. Hurler syndrome (Mucopolysaccharidosis Type I) 

13. Adrenoleukodystrophy 

14. Metabolic disorders affecting the bone marrow 

15. Immune-mediated disorders, such as severe aplastic anemia or autoimmune 

diseases
